First Lesson: 1 Kings 2:10-12; 3:3-14
David slept with his ancestors, and was buried in the city of David. The time that David reigned over Israel
was forty years; he reigned seven years in Hebron, and thirty-three years in Jerusalem. So Solomon sat on

the throne of his father David; and his kingdom was firmly established.

And now, O Lord my God, you have made your servant king in place of my father David, although I am only
a little child; I do not know how to go out or come in. And your servant is in the midst of the people whom
you have chosen, a great people, so numerous they cannot be numbered or counted. Give your servant
therefore an understanding mind to govern your people, able to discern between good and evil; for who can
govern this your great people?”

If
you will walk in my ways, keeping my statutes and my commandments, as your father David walked, then I
will lengthen your life.”
